Definition of a Master Plan

+

A An architectural plan is the Conception Planning
for a building containing architectural drawings,
specifications of the design, cost calculations, time
planning of the building process, and other
supporting documentation such as topology and
geotechnical surveys. It is the plan for future use
of a site based upon the physical attributes and
Intended use. Itis NOT the specific
Design/Development/Construction Plan

Complete as many of the congregational approved top priorities
as possible, with emphasis on the top five

Maintain cost reasonableness based upon the sub-committee
assessment of $4-6M for the congregation approved requirements

Develop a phased approach which minimizes disruption  and
enables missions to continue during construction

Objectively representthe church body with no parochialism,
favoritism, or biases for any single mission

Provide for future growth  options (20+ years)

Preserve our natural grounds (trees, grass areas) to maximum
extent possible
